
In 1939, the California Mission Models made their debut at the World’s Fair at Treasure Is-
land In 1998, the Cline Family saved the models from being auctioned off individually, and in 
2005 created the museum as a fitting showcase for these historical treasures. In addition to 
the models, the museum also features a life-size figure of Father Junipero Serra, mission 
paintings by artists Robert Morris and Henry Nelson, and two stained-glass panels originally 
housed in Mission Dolores prior to the 1906 earthquake.
